of the Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad and other relevant governmental / regulatory authorities, where such

approvals are necessary, the Directors be and are hereby authorised, pursuant to Section 132D of the

Companies Act, 1965, to issue shares in the Company from time to time and upon such terms and conditions

and for such purposes as the Directors may deem fit, provided that the aggregate number of shares to be issued

pursuant to this resolution does not exceed 10% of the issued share capital of the Company for the time being, and

that such authority shall continue in force until the conclusion of the next Annual General Meeting”. (Resolution 7)

ORDINARY RESOLUTION 2 PROPOSED RENEWAL OF SHAREHOLDERS’ MANDATE AND ADDITIONAL

“THAT authority be and is hereby given pursuant to paragraph 10.09 of the Main Market Listing Requirements of

c) revoke or varied by resolution passed by the shareholders in general meeting,

. Only depositors whose names appear in the General Meeting Record of Depositors as at 12 December 2012 shall be entitled to attend
and vote at the Annual General Meeting.

. A member shall be entitled to appoint not more than two (2) proxies to attend and vote at the same meeting provided that where a
member appoints two (2) proxies, the appointment shall be invalid unless he specifies the proportions of his shareholdings to be
represented by each proxy.

. A proxy may but need not be a member of the Company and the provisions of Section 149 (1)(b) of the Companies Act, 1965 shall
not apply to the Company. There shall be no restriction as to the qualification of a proxy.

. For an exempt authorised nominee which holds ordinary shares in the Company for multiple beneficial owners in one securities
account (“omnibus account”), there is no limit to the number of proxies which the exempt authorised nominee may appoint in respect
of each omnibus account it holds.

. If the appointor is a corporation, the proxy form must be executed under its common seal or under the hand of an officer or attorney
duly authorised.

. To be valid, the proxy form, duly completed must be deposited at the Registered Office not less than 48 hours before the time for
holding the meeting or any adjournment thereof.

Explanatory notes on Special Business:-

i. The Proposed Resolution 7, if passed, will empower the Directors of the Company to issue and allot shares in the Company up to an
aggregate amount not exceeding 10% of the issued share capital of the Company for the time being for such purposes as they
consider would be in the interest of the Company. This authority unless revoked or varied at a general meeting will expire at the next
Annual General Meeting. As at the date of this notice, no new shares in the Company were issued pursuant to the mandate granted
to the Directors at the last Annual General Meeting held on 19 December 2011 and which will lapse at the conclusion of the Twenty-
Seventh Annual General Meeting. The general mandate will provide flexibility to the Company for any possible fund raising activities
including but not limited for further placing of shares for purpose of funding future investment(s), working capital and/or acquisitions.

ii. The Proposed Resolution 8, if passed, will authorise the Group to enter into recurrent related party transactions as specified in the
Circular to Shareholders dated 30 November 2012, provided that such transactions are of a revenue or trading nature which are
necessary for the Group’s day-to-day operations and are in the ordinary course of business made at on arm’s length basis and on
normal commercial terms which are not more favourable to the related parties than those generally available to the public and are not
detrimental to the minority shareholders of the Company. This authority, unless revoked or varied at a general meeting, will expire at
the next Annual General Meeting of the Company.

iii. The Proposed Resolution 9, if passed, will bring the Company’s Articles of Association in line with the amendments to the Main Market
Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad, as set out in the Circular to Shareholders dated 30 November 2012.
